At 2.7 oz, the knife maintains an extremely light weight through
a streamlined, 6061-T6 anodized aluminum case completed
with an ornate milling pattern, providing both aesthetics and
traction. The Counterstrike includes a deep carry, ambidextrous
pocket clip with a lanyard loop and carbide glass breaker.

Each package also includes a filler screw for those that prefer
to remove the glass breaker attachment.

The Cocobolo Counterstrike OTF automatic knife will be
released on October 4", 2024 at 9AM PT.
